EFTER ATT LART kidnna varandra under det sigenomspunna
nittiotalet har Anders Persson och Patrick Rydman plojt
igenom storsta delen av den Amerikanska sangboken och
andra favvoldtar. Mestadels har musicerandet skett utan
publik; man har triffats och mott varen med Spring Is
Here och en Martini, kanske kollat in ndgon obskyr in-
troduktion till en Gershwinmelodi eller diskuterat Paul
Simons, Tom Jobims och M.A. Numminens genialitet. En
och annan spelning har det i drlighetens namn ocksa bli-
vit.

Nu ar det inte sd att medlemmarna i denna duo pa
nagot satt ar publikskygga: Pianisten ANDERS PERSSON har
flera kritikerrosade plattor med sin egen trio bakom sig
och har dessutom spelat med en mingd vilkanda svenska
och internationella grupper och artister som Time Unit,
Anders Bergcrantz quintet, Encore, Gustavo Bergalli
quintet, Jonas Knutsson, Stina Nordenstam, Lina Nyberg,
Christian Spering kvintett, Bob Berg, Tom Harrell, Clark
Terry, Luis Salinas, Toots Thielemans, Jim Beard, Marie
Bergman, Georg Riedel och Viktoria Tolstoy for att nim-
na nagra.

PATRICK RYDMAN, som sldppte sin kritikerrosade solode-
but I Will Do It 2008, dr en av Sveriges f4 manliga jazz-
sangare, men ror sig ledigt inom andra genrer. Han har bla
horts i Singensemblen Amanda och musikteatergruppen
Slabang, sjungit Burt Bacharach-hits i kultforestallningen
The Missing Fortnight samt varit solist med Bohuslidn Big
Band. Han dr ocksa slagverkare, vilket hors pa ndgra spar.
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CATWALK spelades in under nagra heta sommardagar 2009,
med Ake Linton bakom spakarna. Bandet, eller snarare
harddisken, rullade, och tagningar pa ett 20-tal litar
blev till slut destillerat till denna cp med jazzstandards,
6o-talsklassiker och omkladda poplatar blandat med eget
material. Allt serverat med viarme, elegans och total nar-

varo.

AFTER FIRST GETTING to know each other in the 1990, An-
ders Persson and Patrick Rydman have explored most of
the Great American Songbook and other favorite melodies.
Their musical meetings have mainly been without an audi-
ence; getting together once in a while, celebrating the end of
winter with Spring Is Here and a Martini, perhaps check-
ing out some obscure introduction to a Gershwin tune or
discussing the brilliance of Paul Simon, Tom Jobim and Bill
Evans. In all honesty, there have been a few gigs as well.

Not that the members of this duo are shy in any way:
Piano player ANDERS PERSSON has released several critical-
ly acclaimed CD:s with his own trio apart from playing
with a host of well known Swedish and international con-
stellations and artists like Time Unit, Anders Bergcrantz
quintet, Encore, Gustavo Bergalli quintet, Jonas Knuts-
son, Stina Nordenstam, Lina Nyberg, Christian Spering
kvintett, Bob Berg, Tom Harrell, Clark Terry, Luis Salinas,
Toots Thielemans, Jim Beard, Marie Bergman, Georg Rie-
del and Viktoria Tolstoy, to name but a few.

PATRICK RYDMAN, who released his debut album I Will
Do It in 2008, is one of Sweden’s few male jazz vocalists,
but also works in other genres. He has been heard in the
Amanda vocal ensemble with several Swedish Grammy
nominations and international tours to their credit, belt-
ed Burt Bacharach-classics in the cult show The Missing
Fortnight and been featured vocal soloist with Bohuslian
Big Band, one of Sweden’s few professional big bands. He
is also a percussionist, an ability he has used on some of
the tracks on Catwalk.
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CATWALK was recorded during a few hot summer days in
2009, with Ake Linton (of E.S.T. fame) behind the mix-
ing console. The tape, or rather the hard disk, rolled, and
takes of some 20 tunes were finally distilled into this CD
with jazz standards, 60’s classics and pop tunes, mixed
with three originals. Everything served with warmth, el-
egance and dedication to the moment.

WHY “CATWALK"?

Patrick: “We were going
to take some pictures for
the ¢ that was still with-
out a title. Naturally, I had
forgotten my white shirt
at home and to top it off
I had sprained my ankle
pretty badly. With cane
in hand T limped towards
a second hand store that

I hoped would solve the
shirt issue. Suddenly I saw that someone had written caAT-
WALK in giant letters on a wooden plank across the street.
Bingo! The word cat is of course a slang expression often
used to describe a jazz musician, and this record feels a
bit like coming along with us, the cats, for a little walk. I
also want to thank the second hand store that saved our
photo session.”
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
